AN CRDINANCE OF THE BCARD OF ALDERMEN OF
THE TOWN OF WRIGHTSVILLE BEACH, NORTH CAROLIWA
ADOPTING A TREE PRESERVATION CRDINANCE

The Beoard of Aldermen of tha Town of Wrightsville Beach, HNoxth
Carolina, doth ordain:

1. That the Code of Ordinances, Town .of Wrightsville Beach, is
hereby amended by ‘adding new sactions to be numbered § 153.02 through 153.09
which new sections read as follows and by deleting ewxisting § 153.89 and
repiacing it with new § 153.399 which reads =g fcliows:

TREE -PEESERVATION ORDINANCE

§ 153.03 PURPOSE,

(n) The purpose cf the tree preservation ordinance i1s
to protect important trees located at Wrightsville Beach, to
provide wildlife habitat, to provide stabilization of sand
and goil, and to provide a wital link in natural stormwater -
management through ahgorption. Trees act as a filter helpful
to maintaining the haalth and quality of waters.

protected tree.

ReElacement tree: A tree replanted and surviving for
at leagt ome 'year ta compensate Lor the removal of a tree of
greater diameter. Replacement trees shall have a DBH of at

least three inches when planted.

Root Protection Zone: The land area arcund the basze -
of a tree in which disturbances are prohibited in ordar to
protect the zToots of the tree and ald in the tzee’s

survival,

Specimen tree: Any herxitage tree, such as a live ocak
or easterm red cedar, which usually has ong maig gstem or
trunk and a DBH measurement of at least twenty inches (207 .

Threatened Trees: Those trees that may have a problem
in later years 1f left in thelr current state and are not
cared for properly., These are trees which exhibit:

(a) Stimted growth. Small dlstorted 1eaves and tW1gs

(B) Leaf color. Abnormal leaf colar %= an- 1ndlcator
of a problem. Fertilization is uwsually necessgary to corract
this problem umless it 1s a drainage problem.

Leaves, htwigs and roots can
be affected by iInsects and diseaszes. Diagnosis and
treatments should he provided by a tree care profesaional,

Protected trees are to be retalned and protected to
the maximum extent feasible. The Director of Plamming and
. Parks or his/hex designes shall issue or deny a Tree Permit

within five (5) business days of receiving application for

such. No permit shall be issued for the removal of protacted -

trees unless one of the Ffollowing conditions exists:

{1} Ali trees required by the Landscape
Ordinance, all trees on Town-owned property and other
protacted trees, excluding specimen trees, ghall he replaced
in a ome-to-one ratio with trees that at maturity will be aof
comparable DBH and height of the tree vemoved. All
replacement trees shall have a DBH of at least three inches

when planted.

(2} Specimen trees shall be replaced on a two-
to-one ratic with trees of the same species, aAll
replacement trees shall have a DBY of ab least three inches

when planted.

. (3) All mitigation shall occur om the property
whare the btree was removed. Mitigation in connection with
congtruction shall he completed priocr to issuance of a
certificate of occupancy.

{8} Should the provisions of thilis chapter create an
undue hardship, a request for varlance shall -describe in
detail why & variance 1s sought and what altermative tree
preservation measures will Dbe employed. The Board of
Adjustment shall render a decislion on the request.
